Hi Families, 

 

Next term the bus companies which transport our students to and from school each day will be       

mandated by the Department of Education to use an Electronic Student Manifest (ESM) system. This 

means that every student that enters and exits our buses will be registered on an electronic roll. The 

benefits of the ESM to our school is that we will be able to track the exact location of each bus and the 

times each individual student is picked up or dropped off. As is the way with most systems when you are 

transitioning from paper to electronic, I am expecting some teething issues. A couple of our buses have 

trialled the new system this week and the process has been pretty smooth. I am hoping the new system 

will result in a more accountable and efficient service. We will wait and see.  

 

One of my favourite times of the day is greeting students as they come off the bus ready to start         

another day at school. I am always in awe of the enthusiasm displayed by our students at the             

beginning of each day. It is difficult to teach students who do not want to be at school! It is so              

important for kids that they want to come to school. If your child is reluctant to come to school and you 

are experiencing difficulties getting them here please contact your class teacher and I promise we will 

investigate the issue. Social stories, reward systems and special jobs are some of the strategies we have 

successfully used to support students to come to school.  

 

The half an hour before our students begin their day is a particularly busy time for our staff. As well as 

planning classes and preparing resources each morning, our classroom teams come together to        

formally discuss learning intentions for the day. We see this and the formal debrief at the end of the day 

as the most important meetings they need to attend. In order to maximise learning in the classroom it is 

essential all staff members working with the students are on the same page working to achieve the 

same outcomes. These meetings begin at 8.30am. At 8.45am staff are expected to be on duty to       

supervise students. If you are transporting your child to school and you arrive before 8.45am, please be 

aware that our staff members are busy in meetings and will not be able to supervise your child. Thanks 

for your understanding with this matter.  

 

Please take care over the holidays. I look forward to greeting all our students safe and sound as they 

return to school Monday morning in two weeks.
